They reach a high 

temperature and again it is best 

not to take chances - keep pets 

away. 

 

Picnics can be fun if pets are 

well supervised, but all too 

often picnickers want to share 

the food with Fido.  This can 

lead to vomiting and diarrhea 

and a life threatening condition 

called pancreatitis. 

 

July 4th means parades, picnics 

and fireworks.  While these are 

great fun family activities there 

is one family members you 

should leave at home - your pet.   

 

Parades and fireworks are 

crowded events with many 

unfamiliar sights and sounds.  

Animals can become easily 

frightened and bolt.  It is best to 

leave them home and safely in 

the house, not the yard. 

 

Summer heats up in July and 

continues through August.  

Keep pets indoors during the 

heat of the day and make sure 

they have plenty of shade and 

fresh clean water when they go 

out. 

 

For some cool treats freeze 

water in Kongs or give a small 

amount of cold melon.  Some 

dogs also enjoy wading in their 

own pool and fishing out their 

own waterproof toys.

Many people have dogs who 

dig and most of these people 

want to know how to stop 

them. 

Quick answer - don’t try. 

Dogs dig for a variety of rea-

sons which include, bore-

dom, to find cool earth to lie 

in and breed tendencies.  

There is even some thought 

that they mimic their owners 

who are gardening! 

So, how do you handle dig-

ging without having your 

yard full of holes? Try giving 

the dog his own space where 

he is allowed to dig.  This can 

be 

a corner of the flower bed or a 

sandbox.  To encourage digging 

in that  area place favorite toys 

partially buried and encourage 

him to dig.  Give him lots of verbal 

praise and even a few treats when 

he starts digging in the correct 

place. 

If your dog starts digging any-

where else in the yard, redirect 

him back to his space.  With time 

and consistency your dog will en-

joy his own digging  space and 

you will enjoy your neat yard.

Bark Park Update   

Dogs Dig for a variety of 
reasons. 



My husband George 

and I had to both  like 

the dog, as would the 

rest of the pack. It was 

also important to 

choose a dog that 

would be low dog in 

the pack.   

 

Dogs establish their 

own social striation. 

This is called a domi-

nance hierarchy.  There 

is a top male and fe-

male and then next in 

line down to the last 

member of the pack. 

This is very important 

to consider when add-

ing a pet as the pack 

order needs to be well 

maintained to avoid 

unhappiness. 

 

In our house, this mean 

that Hrothgar gets fed 

first, treats first, 

greeted first, then 

comes Alarm, then Dif-

fer and now Aegir, the 

new dog. We also make 

sure that Aegir only 

gets to play with his 

dog toys. Alarm has his 

own toys and nobody 

else plays with them. 

So it is very important 

to get Aegir to under-

stand “not yours” and 

give him one that is his 

own. He is quickly 

learning. 

 

Recognize that often 

there will be some 

growling and testing in 

the beginning as they 

find their place in the 

pack.  This doesn’t 

mean it isn’t working 

out.  It took three full 

days of growling from 

Hrothgar before he de-

cided that he would 

allow Aegir to play with 

him. There is still a lit-

tle growling from 

Alarm. Differ could still 

careless as she is still 

the top Princess of the 

house. 

 

Just make sure to never 

use punishment if the 

dogs is not getting 

along. Positive Rein-

forcement always works 

best and if that does 

not work, ask advice 

from a professional ani-

mal behaviorist. And 

the best place to get 

your next pet is of 

course the Humane So-

ciety of Madison County 

where you can always 

find the right pet.

Never leave you pet in 

alone in the car or in a 

closed vehicle. Even at 78 

degrees outside, the tem-

Summertime brings to 

mind long lazy days of 

summer and those family 

vacations and road trips. 

Considering taking your 

pet?  Most cats prefer to 

stay home in familiar sur-

roundings, however, many 

dogs do like to travel.  

Those that don’t should 

have an in-home pet sit-

ter, be boarded, or stay 

with a trusted person the 

dog knows. 

As you are planning for 

your trip make certain 

that hotels and parks take 

pets.  Check out sites 

perature inside can rise to 

90 plus degrees in less 

than 5 minutes causing 

heatstroke and death. 

While dogs love to stick 

their heads out of the win-

dow, it is safer to have the 

window lowered just 

enough to let fresh air in.  

This avoids having objects 

fly into the dog’s eyes or 

ears and cause injury. 

For everyone’s safety 

dogs should be restrained 

in the car in either a crate 

or with a harness that is 

buckled into the seatbelt.

clippers in case a nail gets 

chipped or ragged. 

Also bring food and water 

bowls.  Collapsible ones are 

available, but  try them out 

ahead of time to make sure 

your dog will use  them. 

Plan for solid waste disposal 

by bringing plenty of poop 

bags.  Make sure to have 

some available for use during  

breaks from traveling. And a 

flashlight for those evening 

walks. 

When packing for your pet 

make sure you pack toys, 

chews, and treats for enter-

tainment. 

A change in water can upset 

your dog’s stomach so con-

sider bottled water or a con-

tainer of your  home water. 

Make sure to pack enough 

dog food and a can opener if 

needed. 

Take along brushes, if our 

dog is longhaired and nail 

Refill and pack medication 

and make sure you give the 

heartworm and flea preventa-

tives when due. 

Pack extra leashes and col-

lars and make sure tags are 

on them.  Consider micro-

chipping your pet if he isn’t 

already.  Also, take a photo 

of him with you incase he 

gets lost. 

Once that is done it is time to 

gas up the car and go!
