As many people know, we operate the county dog pound.  

We have an agreement with the county commissioners to 

provide the day -to -day operations of the shelter.  What most 

people are unaware of are the particulars.  

 

Currently the commissioners pay for all of the fixed ex-

penses.  These would occur regardless of who ran the shel-

ter.  They also give us a stipend of $24,500.  Additionally, 

we do receive a small amount of money for each dog tag 

sold over 4,000 tags.  

 

Our operating expenses are over $150,000.  We do get in-

come from donations, fundraisers and adoption fees in ad-

dition to the commissionersõ stipends. 

 

Each year we submit a budget to the commissioner asking 

them to provide funding for the care they are require by law to 

provide.  And while we did receive our first increase last year, our 

funding from them does not cover basic humane care of the dogs 

as required by law.  

 

This lack of proper funding means that we must seek further 

fundraising and donations to cover the deficit they hand us.  In 

essence we subsidize the county every year for their responsibil-

ity.  

 

It is once again budget time and we are preparing our request.  

This year we are asking those of you who have expressed disap-

pointment at the lack of funding and at the state of the shelter to 

e-mail or call the commissioners  They can be reached at  

commissioners@co.madison.oh.us or by calling 740 -852 -2972.

I never talk politics. Iõm a 

registered voter, but I 

always vote for the per-

son whom I believe will 

help with the issues that 

directly effect me regard-

less of what party they 

belong to.   

 

But now, like many of us, 

Iõm fed up. 

 

This year is one that has 

many folks running opp-

sed in our county and 

our state. The county 

treasurer and commis-

sioner along with State 

Rep are just a few.  

 

I look at the list of candi-

dates with the thought 

of who is going to bene-

fit the animals of this 

state and in particular in 

our shelter.  

 

This is an issue near and 

dear to me.  For over 

nine years we ran the 

county dog shelter for 

$14,500 a year.  Last 

year was our first in-

crease ever to $24,500. 

Our budget request was 

$98,000 and based on 

actual figures.  We do 

receive a small stipend 

from dog tag sales over 

a certain amount, but 

that was only received 

the past few years.  

 

How long does the 

$24,500 last?  About 2 

1/2 months.  

 

I know that the care that 

Ohio law requires would 

cost more than the oper-

ating money they give.  I 

also know that I vote and 

pay taxes so that the 

county can take care of 

their responsibility.  

 

To be fair they do pay 

for fixed operating ex-

penses such as phone, 

electric, gas, trash re-

moval as well as eutha-

nasia and associated 

costs for dogs only.  

 

The rest of our funds 

comes from supporters 

like you, our fundraising 

efforts, adoption fees,  

 

We offer Platinum Care 

of the animals in our 

care which includes neu-

tering, shots, tests, etc.  

We think this is the right 

thing to do and so we 

are more than willing to 

fund about the basic 

care required by law.  We 

also have a philosophy 

of promoting life and 

promoting adoption and 

so the 72 hour hold and 

then euthanize policy 

that the county used to 

have is not acceptable 

and that is why the hu-

mane society took over 

the shelter.  

 

I have questions to those 

running for office this 

year.   

 

òWhat are you going to 

do to make sure that the 

local government is 

funding their fair share?ó 

 

òWhat animal welfare 

issues have you person-

ally and publically sup-

ported?ó 

 

òóHow are you going to 

help the Humane Society 

obtain and raise the 

funds so that the county 

has a shelter that 

matches the superior 

care we provide?ó 

 

And to be honest I donõt 

really want to hear that 

there isnõt the money or 

that you get more bang 

for your buck on projects 

that are not required by 

state law.  Because to be 

honest, I donõt have to 

vote for you.  I want 

elected officials who will 

listen to me and remem-

ber that it is my money 

they are spending.  

 

So, voters, when you 

head to the polls on No-

vember 4th, please make 

sure you are selecting 

the right candidate to 

get the job done you 

want done.  Believe me, 

Iõm doing my homework 

to see who Iõm voting 

for.
