Housebreaking. Dogs will
not eliminate where they
sleep unless they are very
young, sick, or the crate is
too big.

Their own bedroom. Dogs
have a natural denning in-
stinct. Think of crates as
their bedroom - their space.
If the door is left open, when
you are home, some dogs
will go into nap or chew a
bone.

Give Thanks not Tablescraps

Later this month we will all gather with friends and family to
give thanks. The house will be filled with smells that tanta-
lize the noses of humans and people alike.

Many pets, particularly dogs, become ill during the holidays
from eating tablescraps, stealing food, or getting in the
trash. It is important to be extra diligent about food during
the holidays.

Turkey bones can perforate the bowl cause a life threaten-

ing bowel perforation. Place them in the trash as soon as
possible and dono6t place the
the last possible moment on trash day. This keeps wild
animals and roaming pets out of them.

Gravy and meat scraps are higher in seasoning and fat than
many animals are used to. This can cause vomiting and/or diar-
rhea and even pancreatitis. Pancreatitis is an inflammation fo the
pancreas. Itis a serious illness typified by severe vomiting and
diarrhea. It requires immediate veterinary attention.

Want your pet to take part in the festivities? Try adding a dollop
of packed pumpkin (not pie filling) to the top of their food.

The most important things are to keep food away counter surfers,
control access to trash and avoid giving tablescraps. Following
these tips can lead to a happier Thanksgiving.
