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Congresswoman Kilroy Visits Furry Residents of

Every dog truly has his day
with Congresswoman Mary
Jo Kilroy.

Newly elected to the United
States House of Represen-
tatives this past November,
Representative Kilroy
wasted no time getting to
know the residents of
Ohi o6s 15th
District, including those
who reside in the cages
and kennels of the Hu-
mane Society of Madison
County.

Visiting The Humane Soci-
ety of Madison County late
last month, Kilroy toured
the dog kennels, the cat
room, and an area desig-
nated for future use as a
spay and neuter clinic.

Kilroy was greeted on her
arrival at the shelter, not
only by several of the resi-
dent feral cats, but also by
Humane Society Board
President Julie Barnard,
Board Secretary Cindy Phil-
lips, Board Treasurer
George Peyton, Shelter
Director Betty Peyton,
Madison County Dog War-
den Deputy Sheriff Gary
Kronk and his wife Liz, a
committed shelter volun-
teer; Madison County Com-
missioners David Dhume
and Mark Forrest as well as
a handful of other devoted
staff and shelter support-
ers.

A longtime supporter of
animal groups in Franklin
County such as the Capitol
Area Humane Society and
the Franklin County Animal
Shelter, Rep, Kilroy is now
showing her commitment

her District

to shelters throughout her
district; thus her visit to
the Humane Society of
Madison County. Her three
dogs Chase, Dodger, and
Murphy are rescued ca-
nines that were adopted
from local shelters.

Bundled up tightly against

mane Society began in the
outside dog area. This
area, which surrounds the
kennel area, is lined with
gravel and enclosed by a
mental fence topped with
barbed wire. When the
shelter becomes too full
with stray and abandoned
dogs, many collected and
brought to safety by Dog
Warden Deputy Sheriff
Gary Kronk, the overflow
canines are placed in out-
door houses and runs.

Hurrying into the dog ken-
nels from the blustery con-
ditions outside the tour
was advised to watch for
standing water near the
door, The area often
floods.

Inside the kennel building
very little natural light illu-
minated the cages, but
that mattered little to the
dogs, excited by the pres-
ence of visitors. Happy
barks and leaps against
against their metal cages
signaled their delight at
humans among them.

Rep. Kilroy stopped at each
cage, meeting every dog in
the building. From beagles
to terriers, Rep. Kilroy
asked to hear each of their
stories. How did they get

there? Why did their own-
ers relinquish them?
Would they be adopted
soon?

It was obvious the Rep.
Kilroy loves dogs.

From the kennel building
the tour proceeded across
the gravel to the two trail-

oSS tktlgksgrveHaa offices, an
adoption center, a tempo-
rary home for homeless
cats, and a possible sur-
gery clinic in the near fu-
ture.

Pressed against the trailers
were wooden cathouses.
As Shelter Director Betty
Peyton explained, there a
number of feral cats that
live on grounds - cats that
were not adoptable to the
public but were healthy
and now keep the rodent
population in check.
Rather than euthanizing
them, Peyton told Rep.
Kilroy , the cats were given
a new life at the shelter.

Blue coat swinging, Rep.
Kilroy climbed the stairs
leading to the second
trailer. As several of the
Board members apologeti-
cally pointed out, everyone
must climb steps to gain
access to the shelter.
There are no handicap
accessible ramps or door-
ways. The narrow trailer
halls can barely accommo-
date people without dis-
abilities. Wheelchairs and
scooters; crutches and
braces would never fit in-
side the buildings even if
those devices could mount
the insurmountable steps

While the Humane Society of
Madison County may have
many things working against
them, they do all they can to
provide the very best for the
animals they serve. The
Humane Society is one of
only a few shelters in Ohio
that spay and neuter all dogs
and cats prior to adoption.
This practice significantly
decreases the overpopulation
problem in the county and
prevents unwanted litters
from being born.

For many years the shelter
has worked with Delaware
County Humane Society to
accomplish their sterilization
goals with every animal
brought to their facility. Each
week the staff would load the
animals into the shelter van
and make the hour trek to
Delaware for spay and neuter
surgeries. Following the pro-
cedures the cats and dogs
were driven back to Madison
County to recover.

The staff hopes that those
surgery trips will soon be a
thing of the past and that all
sterilizations will be done on
site. The second trailer will
